2) Hall Refurbishment Plan

3) Car Park/Bins 
 
The Council plan to relocate the bins onto a fenced hard-standing area with a further hard-
standing area beside it for lorries to pull up and unload bins.  Work expected to commence in 
July/August. 
 
4) Heating
