Eddleston Pre-School Nursery provides children from the age of 2 1/2 years old
with a safe and stimulating environment in which they can feel happy and secure
and where learning and development becomes FUN through play.

to create opportunities to play.

Eddleston Pre-school Nursery is guided by the National Curriculum for pre-
school children (A Curriculum Framework for Children 3 to 5, published jointly by
the Scottish Executive and SCCC - 1999) and is assessed by the Scottish
Commission on the Regulation of Care. The nursery is also a member of the
Scottish Pre-school Play Association (SPPA).
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Visits such as: Kailzie Gardens, Butterfly World, Public Library & Museum
in Peebles, Puppet Theatre, Zoo, Scottish Ambulance College at Barony Castle.
Visitors such as:  Dental Nurse, Community Police Officer, Face Painters,
Local artists.

Sessions run five mornings a week (9:00-11:30AM) for the pre-school children
(those children in their immediate pre-school year). The Monday session takes
place at Eddleston Primary School, with the kind permission and support of the
head-teacher. The pre-school children join the rest of the children in the Village
Hall for the other mornings, except for later in the year when an additional
morning each week is spent at the school (usually on Tuesdays).

The ante-pre-school children meet in the Village Hall Tuesday to Friday, 9:00-
11:30 AM, and the Baby & Toddler Group meets in the Village Hall on Monday
mornings (10:00-11:30AM)

Parents with their baby and/or toddler are welcome to attend the informal
sessions held regularly on Monday mornings during term time at the Village Hall
(10:00 to 11:30 AM). These are an excellent introduction to nursery for both you
and your child, and we strongly encourage parents to make full use of this
opportunity. A range of toys and activities are available, and your infants can
meet and become familiar with other children who may be moving on to nursery
at the same time.

The Baby & Toddler Group also performs a useful social function in helping new
parents to the village to meet others with children of a similar age. A small
donation (usually up to £1.00 per adult, irrespective of the number of
accompanying children) is requested to help towards costs.

Children can begin attending nursery from the age of 2 1/2 years. However,
since we are unable to deal with nappy changing, children are expected to be
toilet trained or otherwise parents are required to stay for the duration of the
session. Parents are required to complete an enrolment form prior to their child



attending. This can be obtained from the Secretary, Jacqueline Haston (01721
730305)

Government funding for pre-school education is currently made available through
local councils, who fund places at nurseries, playgroups, etc. Scottish Borders
Council contracts Eddleston Pre-school Nursery to provide pre-school education
usually for children within the parish. Places for children in their immediate pre-
school year have been funded for several years, provided that they attend five
sessions each week. However, the sessions need not all be taken at the same
nursery or playgroup.

Children in their ante-preschool year are also eligible for funding, but this
becomes available only from the start of the term following the child's 3rd
birthday. This funding is more flexible and, currently, children need attend a
minimum of 2 sessions per week, but can receive funding for up to 5 sessions
per week (Eddleston Pre-school Nursery offers a maximum of 4 sessions per
week). Their days of attendance are determined by prior arrangement with our
staff.

Our normal fees, currently £5.00 per session, will apply prior to your child
becoming eligible for a funded place (bills are issued every four weeks, in
arrears).

£15 is also payable as a lump sum at the start of each new term to cover the
costs of the children's daily snack.
